The Trustees present their report and the audited financial statements of the Trust for the year ended 5 April
2019. The trustees have adopted the provisions of the Statement of Recommended Practice (SORP)
"Accounting and Reporting by Charities" (FRS 102) in preparing the annual report and financial statements of
the Trust.

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the accounting policies set out in note 1 to
the accounts and comply with the Trust's governing document, the Charities Act 2011 and Accounting and
Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts
in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland published
on 16 July 2014 (as amended by Update Bulletin 1 published on 2 February 2016).

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES
The Trust is established for the advancement and promotion of epilepsy alleviation and research into the
illness, and such other charitable purposes as the Trustees determine.

The Trustees have paid due regard to guidance issued by the Charity Commission on public benefit and feel
that this has been achieved by their efforts to maximise the Trust's income and through the donations the
Trust has made.

ACHIEVEMENT AND PERFORMANCE
During the year the Trustees have donated £220,208 to charitable causes as shown in note 5 to the accounts.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

In the opinion of the Trustees the charity's assets are available and adequate to fulfil the obligations of the
charity. The level of reserves held is sufficient to enable the charity to operate at its current level for the
foreseeable future.

The Trustees have discretion over the Trust's investments. The investments are made with the purpose of
generating income and capital growth that will maintain real value to finance the Trust's expenditure on its
charitable objectives.

The Trustees consider the results of the year to be satisfactory.

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT

The Trust was established by a trust deed on 19 July 1994. The governance of the Trust is conducted jointly
by the Trustees who are responsible for the overall control and decision making of the Trust in order to
achieve its stated objectives.

Opinion

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the Trust's governing document, the
Charities Act 2011 and "Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice
applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard
applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102)" (as amended for accounting periods
commencing from 1 January 2016). The Trust is a Public Benefit Entity as defined by FRS 102.

The financial statements have departed from the Charities (Accounts and Reports) Regulations 2008
only to the extent required to provide a true and fair view. This departure has involved following the
Statement of Recommended Practice for charities applying FRS 102 rather than the version of the
Statement of Recommended Practice which is referred to in the Regulations but which has since been
withdrawn.

The financial statements are prepared in sterling, which is the functional currency of the Trust.
Monetary amounts in these financial statements are rounded to the nearest £.

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, modified to include
the revaluation of investment property at fair value. The principal accounting policies adopted are set
out below. These policies have been consistently applied to all years presented unless otherwise
stated.

Going concern

The financial statements have been prepared on a going concern basis as the Trustees believe that no
material uncertainties exist. The Trustees have considered the level of funds held and the expected
level of income and expenditure for 12 months from authorising these financial statements. The
budgeted income and expenditure is sufficient with the level of reserves for the Trust to be able to
continue as a going concern.

Financial reporting standard 102 - reduced disclosure exemptions

The charity has taken advantage of the following disclosure exemption in preparing these financial
statements, as permitted by FRS 102 'The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and
Republic of Ireland":

- the requirements of Section 7 Statement of Cash Flows.

Incoming resources

All incoming resources are included in the Statement of Financial Activities (SoFA) when the charity is
legally entitled to the income after any performance conditions have been met, the amount can be
measured reliably and it is probable that the income will be received.

Rental income is recognised in the accounting period to which it is attributable.

Premiums received when leases are extended are credited to the income statement in the accounting
period the sale takes place.

Investment income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities when receivable .

Resources expended
All expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis. Donations payable are payments made to third
parties in furtherance of the charitable objectives of the Trust.

Investment property

Investment property is initially measured at transaction price including transaction costs, and is
subsequently measured at fair value at each reporting date. Changes in fair value are recognised in
net income/(expenditure) for the year.

Taxation
Taxation has not been provided for in these financial statements as the Trust is a registered charity,
and, as such, is not liable to tax.

Fund accounting
Unrestricted funds are available for use at the discretion of the Trustees in furtherance of their
charitable objectives.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents include cash in hand, deposits held at call with banks and other short-term
liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less.

Debtors and creditors receivable/payable within one year

Debtors and creditors with no stated interest rate and receivable or payable within one year are
recorded at transaction price. Any losses arising from impairment are recognised in the profit and loss
account in other administrative expenses.
